Flying Through Take-off Effects

It seems that cne of the
most commonly overiooked
technigques in the art of flying
RC aircraft is correcting for
the factors that induce yaw
on take-off.

RC Pilots are content to
firewall the throttle and pull
off the ground as guickly as
possible.  This usually in-
volves veering left, overcor-
recting to the right using ai-
leron, a hanked take-off fol-
lowed by a steep climb out
in order o gain a couple of
mistakes in altitude and their
nerves back.

Howewver, there are those
that believe a properly exe-
cuted take-off with a shal-
low, straight climb out from
the runway, 5 more of a
thing of beauty and a much
better expression of flying
ability..

Accomplishing  this,
requires a basic understand-
ing of the forces encountered
in a take-off and climb out
and the most effective prae-
tices to comect for them

The four primary aero-
dynamic forces encountered
in a take-off are Torque, P-
Factor, Slipstream Effect
and Gyroscopic Preces-
sion, usually, in that order

Engine Torque s most
easily seen and recognized,
Remember that every ac-
tion, (propeller disk tuming
clockwise, from the pilots

seat) will _produce an equal
and cpposite reaction

We see this as engines
twist in their mounts when
throttle is applied. This twist-
ing effect produces a con-
stant tendency to roll the fu-
selage to the left.

More difficult to visualize
i5 propeller blade angles
relative to the airplanes an-
gle of attack, or P- Factor.

What one must under-
stand 15 that the Down
swinging blade is operating
at a higher angle of attack

than the Up swinging blade,
In the pilots seat the

night half of the propeller disk
is  producing  considerably
more thrust than the left
This effect pulls the nose to
the left in yaw. The slower
and more nose high you fly,
the more pronounced the ef-
fect.

Slipstream effect is an-
other name for the propeller
driven slipstream of air as it
spirals aft of the propeller
blade.

This spiral  vanes with
airplane speed, and usually
stnkes the left side of the
rudder, forcing the fail nght,
the nose left in yaw.

The last effect in this dis-
cussion is the spinning gyro-
scope effect or Gyroscopic
Precession

Remember touching a toy
gyroscope and seeing it take

That direction was ablwvays
90 degrees from the applied
force, and is called Gyroscopic
Precession. As experienced in
the aeronautics world, this
phenomenon produces some
predictable effects,

A propeller disc s a fairly

effective, gyroscope. The
forces (oncoming air) that
touch the propeller  blade

change with angle of aftack,
The nose of the airplane can
pitch right or left depending
upon where the force is ap-
plied. For our purposes it
should be undersiood that
pitching up produces left yaw,
pitching down produces right
yawl

With All these forces com-
bining to turn the airplane left,
how do  pilots manage a
smooath straight take-off and
climb out?

A pilet must concentrate on
holding the heading true with
rudder, the wings level with
aileron and the angle of at-
tack, or climb out, steady
with elevator.

A skilled plot understands
that he will invariably correct to
the right, and uses this infor-
matien in planning and execut-
ing the take-off,

In most cases, 14 to 1/3
right rudder will result in a
good heading hold. It is then
simply & matter of holding the
wings level and climbing
steadily untl a safe alitude is
reached and the: plane is
