| am about to reveal a basic secret to a successful RC
approach and landing.

| have watched many a student, as well as expen-
enced, pilot make the same simple mistake that, more of-
ten than not, results in a poor landing.

It happens during runway alignment. Many times, after
rolling out of the base lag onto final, we find that we are
not lined up correctly on the runway. The pilot will use an
aileron banked turn to get in line wath the runway, and
then another banked turn to stay that way. If a crosswind
is blowing, this becomes a series of turns, in an attempt to
make sure the plane aligned with the rumway.

Of course, in all this banking and turning, elevator con-
trol gets sloppy, the plane is turning, banking and porpos-
ing down final and the pilots anxiety increases to the
point that a poor landing is almost a certainty.

There is a simpler way.

Should you find yourself not aligned with the run-
way after rolling onto final, initiate a slight bank towards
the runway and hold it there. The plane will drift towards
the runway as you concentrate on airspeed and attitude
for landing.

Simply stated, as shown in the example, why tum
right, then left, when all you have to do is hold a little right
on the approach.

This shortcut helps ensure a stable approach, and
Is a key beginning of a smooth landing.
