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The VQ AT-6

Ever heard of V) models? Not the
ones at R/C Northwest, those are Vmar.
V) models are made in Vietnam, not
unlike many of the ARFs. In the past V()
had other than a good reputation. Some
people said the quality wasn't there, they
didn’t fly well, ete. Well that may have
changed.

V() is now being sold in the States
by VQwarbirds.com and they are sole dis-
tributors and only on the net. 1 spoke
with Tomas on the phone, and he assured
me he is going to stand behind the prod-
uct and work to get any of the problems
that arise, if any, rectified. Enough of a
lead in.

I recently found the web site RC
Warbirds.com, a neat site that has a lot of
info about RC warbirds. There are re-
views, hints on building, finishing, and
flying. One forum is about V() warbirds.
V() has some different planes available, P-
a8, A-26, MIG-3, AT-6 (2), P-40 (3) and
of course P-51.

| decided to give them a try as |
have been looking for a T-6, and haven’t
been too excited about the Hangar 9 ver-
sion, .60 size, and the V() is a .40 size,
only about 7 inches smaller, but come in
two unique color schemes.

The plane came to the door three

days after | ordered it; DHL is pushing UFS
and Fed Ex. [ was surprised to get the
product box with no extra cardboard wrap-
ping, just like you would find it on the shelf
(if you could get one there). To my sur-
prise, when [ opened the box [ found every
thing bagged and separated in groups,
wings, fuse, hardware..... all the bags were
taped in place so nothing would shake or
rattle. | found NO shipping damage at all.

I first took out the wing panels and
the fuse for inspection. The construction is
all balsa and lite ply, no mystery wood or
foam. Construction is great; the balsa is
consistent with what you would choose to
build with.

The covering is a preprinted sticky-
back material that can be tightened with
low heat from a heat gun if needed, but 1
couldn’t find a wrinkle or sag on any part.
All the graphics and panel lines and rivets
are there. While the covering is fuel proof,
Tomas advised me to take some precau-
tions when cleaning after flights. DO NOT
use any cleaner that has ammonia, such as
new Windex, or the harsh orange based
cleaners.. He recommends a mild deter-
gent, mixed with some aleohol, and water.
Also CA debonder will remove the graphics
and the color from the covering as will ace-
tone or MEK.

Construction is pretty straight for-
ward, but not until you have some building
experience, The instructions have little text
and the pictures are much generalized.

There is no comparison to SIG or
G.P. ARF instructions.

All parts fit well, and the plastic parts
such as wing filets and wheel wells are of
high guality with a good job of matching

the main finish color.

The canopy comes with the frames un-
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painted, but this may be a good thing
as you have the choice of aluminum of

Hardware is OK, and I used most
of that included, with few exceptions.

The cowl is FRP..Fiber glass re-
enforced plastic that fits OK, but could
have been at least ¥4 inch longer which
would have made engine mounting
easier.

The T-6 came with pre-installed
retracts, and seem to be pretty good.
Metal frames with adjustment for
down and up lock and operate
smoothly. Minor adjustment had to be
made for toe-in in the wheels, and the
normal dickering to get them full up
and full down.

The tail wheel bracket is recessed
into the bottom of the fuse, and I had
to put a 3/8 filler plate to get it to fit
properly.  For the most part there are
no surprises in assembly, just take
your time and check before you glue.

I am, at this point, satisfied with
the quality of materials and workman-
ship in this plane.

The trial by fire will be in the test
flight. First good weather and we’ll
see if it's a real flyer or a “Box Art” air-
plane.
