Consistent Landings

| have long been an advocate of using the full scale landing pattern as the template for
performing consistent, good landings, the most difficult part of the flying expenence.

As shown above, the standard landing pattern Is simply a square and consists of five
separate “legs” with the final leg ending on the runway In use. Most patterns are flown with left
hand furns, but some caseas, such as our field when landing from the southwest, actually re-
quire what is lnown as a right handed pattern, Patterns are always flown in fo the prevaiing
wind.

The take off and climb out start the seguence with what s referred to as the take-off
k2g. The climb out Is held at a steady rate of cimb. and on heading with the runway.

The first turn, into the crosswind beg, is usually done while still holding a steady rate of
cimb. This furn is followed by the second tum onto the downwind keg, which is flown paraliel
o the runway and level at pattemn alfitudea, the height determined to work best for iniiating the
glide, the following turns and subsequent landing.  Pattern altitude will vary by size of the
plane and the giding characlenstics of each plane.

As the plane passes your position on the flight line, power Is reduced and the elevator
tnm is used to tnm for the best descending glide, After the gide is established, the pilot enters
turn three, or the downwind to base tum. Care must be taken to resist excessive back pres-
sure in this furn and stailing the plane

Let the rate of descent remain constant throughout the final turns of the pattern.

Turn four, the base to final turm, is the most critical phase of the approach. This turn is
held late if your altitude seems high, and cut short If the altitude ssems low. Again, maintain
the rate of descent and resist the urge to hold the plane level or try to slow it down even more
There is ime for that later

The cbjective Is now to center the plane across the end of the runway, 10 to 15 feet
high. As this happens. you leave the approach phase of the pattern and enter the landing
phase,

Constant practice and concentration through all phases of the landing pattern will pro-
duce consistent results at touchdown, and that is the mark of a successful flight,
