While reviewing several articles aver the past
manth regarding trimming, flying and RC in gen-
eral, | came across several articles that rein-
forced some basics that | have overlooked over
tirme,

The subject was practice, and how to use it to
become a better flyer.

The primary lesson involved planning a flight be-
fore taking to the air. Anyone can take off and
wander aimlessly around the sky, maybe throw
in a maneuver or twe, a fouch and go here and
there, and basically just goof off a flight. This is
fine, but it does nothing as far as teaching you to
become a befter pilot
By planning a flight, picking some areas that one
knows he can improve on, a pilot will concentrate
on the things that give that improvement. In this
manner, the lessons learned are retained and
the result is better flying owver all,

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The second lesson | have found to be very
true, especially working with students and in
my own personal flying experience.
Three flights will generally provide all the
learning you will accomplish for a day. This is
not to say that one should only fly three times,
it only means that the learmning curve falls off
very sharply after three flights.
| find this to be very true with students. You
can see and feel the leaming slow and pretty
much stop after three.

Top pattern flyers have abways recommended
no more than three flights at a time. They do,
however, recommend flying every day, some-
times twice a day, to attain competitetive flying
skills.

These are valuable tools fo remember in our
guest ic be better pilots. Measure yourself,
and see what happens to your ability!
