Yawon
It is a basic mile of asrodynamics that the
downward deflecting aileron produces more drag
than the upward deflecting aileron.

Unfortunately, the result of this iz, that when a
plane banks into a turn, the wing opposite the di-
rection of the turm produces more drag than the
wing inside the direction of the turn.

This produces a vawing motion in the oppo-
site direction of the turn and is referred to as
Adverse Yaw.

This effect spoils the ability a of an airplane to
roll pertectly on its axs.

This effect is commonly overcome with the use
of the midder, in the direction of the turn, and if
done perfectly, counters the effect of adverse yaw.
In full seale aireraft, {and simulators!) it is easy to
pick a point on the horizon and “roll around the
point”, providing an excellent visual cue to pro-
vide corrections to this yawing moment.

Unfortunately, with radio controlled planes,
the ability to see minute levels of adverse yaw are
vary difficult to see, and therefore hard to correct
Realistically, by the time you see yaw, its too late
to correct for a good axal roll. This 1z where
hours of practice in co-coordinating rudder and
aileron and rolling the airplane, come in to play

Designers do rely on several tricks to counter
this effect, such as the use of differential aileron
travel , offset hinge lines or co-ordinated radder/
aileron control, either mechanically or transmit-
ter mixed.

O eourse wing placement on the fuselage also
influences the amount of adverse vaw, with high
wings the worst, and midwings the best, Add to
that the effects of dihedral used in the wing con-
struction as well as the engine offset thrust line
and you can see that there are many variables in-
volved in the execution of a perfect axial roll, the
holy grail of precision asrobatics,
