A Tracking Tip

How many times have we watched a fellow
flyer weave his tricvele geared plane to the flite-
line, line op with the centerline and perform sev-
eral graceful figure 5°s down the nuinway before
honking the plane in to the sky

In the final construction phase, nose wheel
alignment always comes last, and by that point in
the process, we align it by eye. say “that’s good”,
and head for the field

There we find ourselves trving to find the cor-
rect amount of rudder in the plane to track
straight, which also varies with the speed of the
plane, Veering towards the edge of the nunway,
we Jerk the plane off the ground and hope for the
best.

There 1s 4 better way.

After aligning by eye, find yvourself an in-
clined plane, (that’s a sloping surface, like many
driveways) and simply let the plane roll freely
down the surface. Adjust the nose wheel untal it
tracks strazght. hands off, every time. You will be
amazed at how small the adjustments will be.

Then go fly.

After trimrmung the airplane for flight, repeat
the process.

You will be amazed at how much better vour
